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Book Description 

Timmy needs money to go to a show, but has to earn the money himself, so he decides to set up a lemonade stand. 

Academic Objective:

Students will add and subtract numbers less than 100, as well as understand and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction.

Solve and create word problems involving addition and subtraction to 100 without regrouping. Use words, pictures and concrete models to interpret story problems and reflect the combining of sets as addition and taking away or comparing elements of sets as subtraction. 

Brilliant Star Objective
Work/Career: Students will understand the importance of work ethics.
Essential Question:

How do I make word problems using addition and subtraction?
Activating Strategy

Read Lemonade with a Twist and discuss how Timmy made money in the story (by selling lemonade). 
Acquisition Activities
Show students examples of word problems, and explain that word problems have to have certain things: a situation in which at least two numbers can be added or subtracted, and the final sentence asks the reader to figure out the problem, and lets them know if they are going to add or subtract by using key words (how many more, how many in all, how many are left, etc.)
Guided Practice
Tell students that they will be coming up with word problems that correlate to the story Lemonade with a Twist. Remind students that they will need to use parts from the story to try and come up with their word problems. The teacher may want to give examples of word problems to model for the students, such as: 
Timmy made 10 glasses of lemonade and only 4 people bought a glass of lemonade. How many glasses of lemonade did Timmy have left?
Timmy’s first customer ordered 2 glasses of lemonade and his second customer ordered 4 glasses of lemonade. How many glasses of lemonade did Timmy have to make for his first two customers?
Extend/Refine Activities
Students can make word problems using different money amounts and have their partner solve the problems. 
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
