Book Description:

Academic Objective:

· ELA2W1s: Student demonstrates competency in the writing process- begins to use commas. 

Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Affective/Emotion: The students will be able to recognize the feelings that might occur as a result of a specific event. 
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be discussed before reading the story: (lullaby, petal-light, twilight, dusk, cuddle, dozy,)

Readability Level: unknown

Introduction: Ask these questions before reading the text: 
· “What do you know about bats?” 
· “What is a lullaby and when do you usually hear one?” 
· “Can you name a lullaby that you know?”

Questions During Reading: 
· “Where and when does this story take place?” 
· “Why are there so many commas in the story?” 
· “How does the mother bat feel about her baby?” 
· “What are some describing words in the story?”

Follow-up Activities:

· Write sentences including several adjectives and commas.

· Reread the story with a partner. Discuss and draw your favorite part of the story.

· Make a three column paper and label/illustrate the three times of the day- twilight, daylight, and dusk.
