Clocks and More Clocks

Book Description:
Mr. Higgins finds a clock in his attic and suddenly finds himself surrounded by more and more clocks, as he tries to keep track of time.

Before Reading
· Discuss with students the vocabulary words in the book.
· Discuss with students what main idea and details mean. 

· Show students the cover of the book. Read the title, author’s name, and tell students to look at the cover picture. Discuss with the students what they see on the cover and how it may relate to the title. Complete a picture walk through the book and have students make predictions about the story. 

During Reading
· Read the story, Clocks and More Clocks by Pat Hutchins. 
· See if students can determine what the main idea of the story was (Mr. Higgins’ clocks were all set to the right time) and the supporting details (it took one minute to get from the bedroom to the attic, it took two minutes to get from the kitchen to the attic, etc.). 
· Discuss process of making deductive inferences with students. Explain the terms and give examples from the story.

After Reading
· Have students fill out a main idea and details graphic organizer where students will write the main idea and the supporting details on it. (Examples of main idea graphic organizers-flower with main idea in the middle and details on the petals, ice cream cone with the main idea on the cone and details on ice cream scoops, a ladder with the main idea at the top and details on the steps.)
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
