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Book Description:
· A mother loves her child and takes care of him until she is elderly, and then the roles reverse.

Academic Objectives:

· ELA2R4f: Distinguishes fact from fiction.

· ELA2R4h: Makes connection between texts and/or personal experiences.

Brilliant Star Objectives: 
· Family: Students will make personal connections with the text by discussing the similarities and differences in families and the special relationship between a parent and child.

Readability Level: 3.4
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be addressed before instruction: infant, toddler, teenager, adult, lullaby, love, affection, elderly.

Introduction: Questions to ask before reading: 
· “What do your parents do with you or your little brother/sister before you go to bed?” 
· “Is there a special song, poem or story that they tell?” 
· “Why do parents do those types of things with their children?”

Questions During Reading: 
· “Why does the mother slip into the baby’s room when it is already sleeping?” 
· “Is she worried that she will wake him?” 
· “Is he getting too old for her to do that when he is a teenager?” 
· “Could she really drive across town, use a ladder, go to his room, and sing her song to him?” 
· “What does he do it to her when she was so old?” 
· “Why do you think he does it to his own baby girl?”

Follow-up activities:

1. Students will write about their bedtime routine and what their parents do before they tuck them in for bed.
2. The teacher will ask parents to write down any special songs or poems that they do now or that was done for them when they were little. Students will share the information with the class.
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
