Introduction:  Ask the following questions for background knowledge purposes:

· Name some of the body parts.

· How are these body parts used?

During Reading:

During reading the teacher will also share the talk bubble and notebook paper information that is located on the pages.  The teacher and students will discuss the questions that were asked during the introduction.  The teacher may want to list the questions on a piece of chart paper. The vocabulary words will be discussed before reading and during reading. The teacher will use the words in context as they appear in the text and then review the definitions that were given for each word before the book was read. After reading the book or even a page have the students help to answer the questions.  This will help build a knowledge base for the students as they learn this concept.

Follow-Up Activities:

1. Teacher and students will complete a t-chart on body parts mentioned in the book.
