	Follow up Activities


	1. Costume Day:  Have each child choose a character, from an elementary book, that they might like to be.  Send a note home asking for mom, dad or whoever to help gather items needed to imitate this character. The student will have to give the title of the book, model the costume and tell why he or she chose that character.  Take pictures to bind in a book with captions at the bottom for future references.  Cute book!

2. Group Work: Divide class into groups of 4 or 5.  Each group is responsible for writing their own play.  Each member must take part in writing and/or acting out a role. Plays will be only 5-10 minutes long. The stage will be set on Friday.

3.  Make an accordion booklet with fan-folded construction paper.  There should be about 5 or six folds. Have the children retell the story by writing the title on the first flap, three details (one on each flap), and the ending on the last flap.
