	Lesson Structure/Thought Questions 


	Before reading

 The teacher will explain the different types of money (coins, currency) and give the value of each. The teacher will ask the students: What does it mean to earn money?, What does it mean to have a job?, and What does it mean to share?

During reading

The teacher will give examples of ways that people earn and spend their money. The teacher will also give examples of how people keep track of the money they earn and spend. The teacher will also explain how a simple business works, such as, a lemonade stand. 



	Follow up Activities
