	Lesson Structure/Thought Questions 


	Before   Write the word chameleon on the board.  Ask students if they know what it is.  Tell them they will read about a special chameleon today.  Talk about dressing up for Halloween, and how it changes your looks.  Explain that chameleons change their looks, as they will see in the book.
1. During reading    page 6 – PREDICT – What do you think the chameleon will do at the zoo?

2. page 17 – PREDICT – Do you believe he will be happy?

3. page 26 – PREDICT – What animal will the chameleon wish to be next?

4. Tell me when you see the chameleon mixed up with six animals.

5. Imagine you are the chameleon, being mixed up with all of these animals.  What would you eat?

6. If one day you woke up and were different colors, what colors would you be?

7. How do you think the people and other animals reacted when they saw the mixed up chameleon?

8. What color was the chameleon when he was cold and hungry?

9. How many different things did the chameleon wish to be before he realized he liked being himself?

10. What was the third animal the chameleon came to?

11. What part of the chameleon changed when he saw the giraffe?



	Follow up Activities


	1. Draw a mixed up animal, and tell what other animals it is mixed up with.

2. List all the animals the chameleon encountered on his journey.

3. Take a picture of each student, and print them out.  Bind them into a book.  Cut each picture into three sections: head, middle, bottom. Students can mix up the pictures with a different head, middle, and bottom section to create funny people like the chameleon created a funny animal by mixing parts from different animals.

4. Create a class book.  Students draw a picture of themselves with a feature from an animal that they like.  Underneath the picture, students write: “I wish I had ______ like a _____,”

5. Using the picture in number 4, students will write a story of how life would be different if they had the feature they wanted in activity number 4.  Why do you want the feature?  Why?  How would your life be different if you had the feature?
