Oh the Places You’ll Go

Dr. Seuss

Description 

· This is a social studies lesson in which the students will learn about a map and a globe.

Academic Objective

· SSKG1 The student will explain that a map is a drawing of a place and a globe is a model of the Earth.

Brilliant Star Objective

· Conation/Volition: Students will set goals for something they want to obtain.

Essential Question

· What are a map and a globe?

Activating Strategy

· Show the students a map and ask them what you are holding up.

· Show the students a globe and ask them what you are showing them.

· Tell the students that they are going to learn about a map and a globe.

· Read Oh, The Places You’ll Go by Dr. Seuss. 

Present

1. Show the students a school map.  Explain to the students that a map is a picture of a place that can help you to find your way around.  Tell the students that someone 
new to our school could use the school map to find his/her way around our school.

2. Tell the students that a globe is a model of the Earth.  Tell the students that a globe doesn’t show us one place, but all of the places on Earth.

3. Point out bodies of water, the equator, and where we live on the globe.

Guided Practice

1. Ask the students if they have ever wanted to go somewhere far away.

2. Ask the students if they like fairy tales.  
3. Tell the students to think of one place real or make-believe that they would like to visit as you are reading the story.

4. Have the students to write a list of things they will have to do to make it to this place.  Tell them to remember that a globe could help them to locate this place and a map could help them to find their way around this place. 
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
