· This is a story of Pollutians who take over the world of the Wumps. The Pollutians turn the lovely grassy world of the Wumps into a concrete city in which the Wumps could no longer live. In the end, the Pollutians leave the city due to sickness.

Introduction: From reading the title and looking at the front cover, what do you think this book is about? How would you feel if a stranger moved into your neighborhood and built a concrete factory that polluted the air, water, and land and then just abandoned the business after a few years?

During Reading:
· What was special about the Wumps and their world?
· How did the Wumps react to the arrival of the Pollutians? What do you think they could have done differently?
· What changes did the Pollutians bring to the Wumps’ world?

· What do you think the Wumps should do about their polluted environment?
· The Pollutians are headed to another planet.  What will happen at their next destination?
· What will the future bring for the Wumps?

After Reading:
· Compare and contrast the Wumps and the Pollutians?

· Do you agree with the Pollutians' solution to the problems they brought to the Wump World? Why or why not?
· How is our world like or different from the Wump’s World? 

Follow-Up Activities: 
· Write a sequel to the story. The Pollutians are now headed to another planet. What happens at their next destination?
· RESPECT  Why do you think people litter? Write a pretend letter to the newspaper encouraging people to show respect for our environment. Be specific about ways people can recycle or cut down on trash at home, at work, at school, or on the road. 

· With a partner, draw pictures showing the sequence of events in the story. Be sure to label the pictures with complete sentences.
· Write a new ending to the story. Include how the Wumps clean up their environment, what the Wumps do to prevent this from happening again, and how the Wumps plan to protect their world from any further invaders.
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
