Essential Question(s):  How can I create a picture or design using triangles, rectangles, pentagons, and hexagons?

Activating Strategy:

· The teacher will guide students in completing a word splash about Native Americans.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will read the story Brother Eagle, Sister Sky to the students.  The teacher will show pictures within the story of different shapes and patterns that the Native Americans used.

· The teacher will help students create a “deerskin vest” using a paper grocery sack.

· The students must draw a pattern that has squares, circles, triangles, and rectangles within the picture.  The student must be able to correctly name each design he or she makes (a rubric or checklist would be helpful).  

Extend/Refine Activities:

· The students will write 5 sentences, describing the geometric shapes that they used in their patterns and designs, and telling why they decided to use the specific shapes.
