Book Description:

· Franklin helps a new classmate feel welcome in his new school. Great story about making new friends.
Academic Objectives: 

· MKD1: Students will pose questions, collect data, organize, and record results using objects, pictures, and picture graphs.

Brilliant Star Objectives: 

· Affect/Emotion: Students will be able to recognize the bodily sensations and connect those with specific labels of emotions.

Reading Level:

· Accelerated Reader: 2.8

· Lexile: 380L

Activating Strategy: 

· The teacher will read Franklin’s New Friend aloud to the class. The teacher will stop at the beginning, middle, and end, asking students how Franklin felt about the new student. 
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will create a simple picture graph, using smiley pictures:
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  okay

  sad


 happy

· The teacher will give each child a small post-it note. The children will put the picture on the column that expresses their current feeling on the class picture graph. 
· The teacher will help count each column’s totals, and talk about the data with the students.

· The teacher will then let the child draw a picture, representing how they feel, and why they feel that way.

Extend/Refine Activities:

· The students can work in groups, graphing other class characteristics, including number of letters in names, favorite colors, number of pets, and favorite foods.
