Pre-Reading:  This story will be used while teaching a unit on frogs and pond life. Before reading the teacher will ask the following questions to determine the student’s prior knowledge about the subject matter. 

· What is a frog?

· What is the life cycle of a frog?

· What does pond mean?

· What does island mean?

During Reading: The teacher will discuss vocabulary words while reading the story. The students will give examples of each. 

After Reading: 
· Place students in pairs; each pair will draw a graphic organizer to help them remember the story.  Have them label each part. 

· Each child will retell the story to the other person using the terms, beginning, middle, and end.
· Have each pair share their graphic organizer with the class.
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
