Objectives: 

· S2E3. Students will observe and record changes in their surroundings and infer the causes of the changes. 
a. Recognize effects that occur in a specific area caused by weather, plants, animals, and/or people. 

Brilliant Star Objectives:

· SocioCultural: Students will be able to describe the importance of taking care of the environment and the earth. Students will discuss ways they can help take care of the environment (beginning as small as the school).
Essential Question(s):
· How can I make a difference in the environment?
Activating Strategy:
· Read: The Bremen Town Musicians
Acquisition Lesson Activities: 

· Discuss how the animals felt as if they were of no use to their owners anymore, but that they all worked together to drive the robbers away. Ask: How do you think the Bremen Town Musicians would have reacted if someone began polluting their land?
· Talk about the effects of pollution on our environment. Ask: What are some ways we can work together to protect the Earth? What can we do in our community to help? Make a list of ideas the students have.

· Students will work in cooperative groups to design posters that support environmental cleanliness. 
Extend/Refine Activities:
· Encourage students to build up awareness in their homes and community about recycling, polluting, water conservation, etc.

· Students can listen to the slightly different, interactive version of the story on line, then compare and contrast the two stories. (See link in Resources.)
