Unlovable

Book Description:

· A little dog wants to find a friend, but he feels like he does not fit in with anyone. 
Academic Objectives: 

· ELA2W1 The student demonstrates competency in the writing process. The student g. Begins to write a persuasive piece that states and supports an opinion.

Brilliant Star Objective: 

· Friends: Students will be able to distinguish traits that make a good friend and how friends should be treated. 

Readability Level: 2.7

Vocabulary: ignore, remarks, snickered, pampered

Introduction: 
· Explain to the students that you all will be reading a story today about a very cute and lovable dog. Unfortunately, the other animals have convinced him that he is unlovable. Ask the students how they think someone could convince someone else that they are unlovable. How would that make them feel? 
· Explain that another word for convincing someone of something is persuading them to think that way. Invite the students to listen carefully to the story to see how the other animals persuaded Alfred that he was unlovable.

During Reading: 
· Read the story to the students, stopping often for group discussion with the students. List on the board or on chart paper the different ways that the other animals persuade Alfred that he was unlovable. What did that cause Alfred to do? 
· Start another column on the board with how Rex treated Alfred. Compare and contrast how the other animals and Rex treated Alfred. 
· At the end of the story, discuss whether or not Alfred was truly unlovable. Was it nice that the other animals treated Alfred that way? How do you treat your friends? 

Follow-Up Activities: 
· Students will write a persuasive argument to the other animals in the book that treated Alfred badly. They will write to convince those other animals to treat their friend Alfred better and why their actions were not nice. Students may pick which animal they would like to write to.
